1. In recent decades, safety on construction sites has improved greatly due to OSHA and industry efforts, and demonstration of  safe practices resulting in economic benefits. Do you think it is viable to link ethical practices with economic benefits and produce a similarly positive outcome?
2. What advice would you give to a young engineer who realizes that they have unknowingly been acting in an unethical manner?
3. It is a common concern among civil engineering students that they will be met with many situations, especially in the construction and structural fields, where they will be expected to pursue the most economical solution, regardless of what they feel is right. Is there any advice you can offer these students in order to prepare them to make the transition into their professional careers where they may face such situations?
4. Can you give us a real-life experience of an ethical situation either with a good outcome or a bad outcome? 
5. In case of a misdoing of a company or a co-worker,  what should an engineer who is aware of the situation do, and what process/procedure should he/she follow? 
6. What advice can you give to a young engineer just coming into the field in order for him/her not to come to any unethical situation?
7. Is following your instinct good enough to know that something is wrong?
